IS THE MODE OF ONE’S BAPTISM REALLY THAT 
IMPORTANT? 

• Defining the term: 
• baptizo (bap-tid'-zo) 

• to immerse, submerge; to make whelmed (i.e. fully wet); used only (in the New Testament) of 
ceremonial ablution, especially (technically) of the ordinance of Christian baptism:--Baptist, 
baptize, wash. 

• Romans 6:1 – 4 

• Colossians 2:11 – 12 

• Acts 8:34 – 39
