Abraham 

Genesis 12:1 – 3 



Genesis 12:1 – 3 (ESV) 

1 Now the LORD said to Abram, “Go from your country and
your kindred and your father's house to the land that I will
show you. 2 And I will make of you a great nation, and I will
bless you and make your name great, so that you will be a
blessing. 3 I will bless those who bless you, and him who
dishonors you I will curse, and in you all the families of the
earth shall be blessed.”



Genesis 17:4 – 8 (ESV) 

4 “Behold, my covenant is with you, and you shall be the father of a
multitude of nations. 5 No longer shall your name be called Abram, but
your name shall be Abraham, for I have made you the father of a multitude
of nations. 6 I will make you exceedingly fruitful, and I will make you into
nations, and kings shall come from you. 7 And I will establish my covenant
between me and you and your offspring after you throughout their
generations for an everlasting covenant, to be God to you and to your
offspring after you. 8 And I will give to you and to your offspring after you
the land of your sojournings, all the land of Canaan, for an everlasting
possession, and I will be their God.”



Genesis 17:9 (ESV) 

9 And God said to Abraham, “As for you, you shall keep my
covenant, you and your offspring after you throughout their
generations.



Genesis 15:12 – 16 (ESV) 

12 As the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell on Abram. And
behold, dreadful and great darkness fell upon him. 13 Then the LORD
said to Abram, “Know for certain that your offspring will be
sojourners in a land that is not theirs and will be servants there, and
they will be afflicted for four hundred years. 14 But I will bring
judgment on the nation that they serve, and afterward they shall
come out with great possessions. 15 As for you, you shall go to your
fathers in peace; you shall be buried in a good old age. 16 And they
shall come back here in the fourth generation, for the iniquity of the
Amorites is not yet complete.”



Genesis 22:1 – 3 (ESV) 
1 After these things God tested Abraham and said to him,
“Abraham!” And he said, “Here I am.” 2 He said, “Take your son, your
only son Isaac, whom you love, and go to the land of Moriah, and
offer him there as a burnt offering on one of the mountains of which I
shall tell you.” 3 So Abraham rose early in the morning, saddled his
donkey, and took two of his young men with him, and his son Isaac.
And he cut the wood for the burnt offering and arose and went to the
place of which God had told him.



Genesis 22:15 – 18 (ESV) 

15 And the angel of the LORD called to Abraham a second time from
heaven 16 and said, “By myself I have sworn, declares the LORD,
because you have done this and have not withheld your son, your only
son, 17 I will surely bless you, and I will surely multiply your offspring as
the stars of heaven and as the sand that is on the seashore. And your
offspring shall possess the gate of his enemies, 18 and in your offspring
shall all the nations of the earth be blessed, because you have obeyed
my voice.”



Genesis 23:20 (ESV) 

20 The field and the cave that is in it were made over to 
Abraham as property for a burying place by the Hittites.



Genesis 25:7 – 10 (ESV) 

7 These are the days of the years of Abraham's life, 175
years. 8 Abraham breathed his last and died in a good old
age, an old man and full of years, and was gathered to his
people. 9 Isaac and Ishmael his sons buried him in the cave
of Machpelah, in the field of Ephron the son of Zohar the
Hittite, east of Mamre, 10 the field that Abraham purchased
from the Hittites. There Abraham was buried, with Sarah his
wife.

Exodus 1:7 



Exodus 1:7 (ESV) 

7 But the people of Israel were fruitful and increased greatly;
they multiplied and grew exceedingly strong, so that the land
was filled with them.



Exodus 1:8 – 10 (ESV) 

8 Now there arose a new king over Egypt, who did not know
Joseph. 9 And he said to his people, “Behold, the people of
Israel are too many and too mighty for us. 10 Come, let us deal
shrewdly with them, lest they multiply, and, if war breaks out,
they join our enemies and fight against us and escape from
the land.”



Exodus 1:11 – 14 (ESV) 

11 Therefore they set taskmasters over them to afflict them
with heavy burdens. They built for Pharaoh store cities,
Pithom and Raamses. 12 But the more they were oppressed,
the more they multiplied and the more they spread abroad.
And the Egyptians were in dread of the people of Israel. 13
So they ruthlessly made the people of Israel work as slaves
14 and made their lives bitter with hard service, in mortar
and brick, and in all kinds of work in the field. In all their
work they ruthlessly made them work as slaves.



Exodus 2:23 – 25 (ESV) 

23 During those many days the king of Egypt died, and the
people of Israel groaned because of their slavery and cried out
for help. Their cry for rescue from slavery came up to God. 24
And God heard their groaning, and God remembered his
covenant with Abraham, with Isaac, and with Jacob. 25 God
saw the people of Israel—and God knew.



Exodus 3:7 – 10 (ESV) 

7 Then the LORD said, “I have surely seen the affliction of my people who
are in Egypt and have heard their cry because of their taskmasters. I
know their sufferings, 8 and I have come down to deliver them out of the
hand of the Egyptians and to bring them up out of that land to a good
and broad land, a land flowing with milk and honey, to the place of the
Canaanites, the Hittites, the Amorites, the Perizzites, the Hivites, and the
Jebusites. 9 And now, behold, the cry of the people of Israel has come to
me, and I have also seen the oppression with which the Egyptians
oppress them. 10 Come, I will send you to Pharaoh that you may bring
my people, the children of Israel, out of Egypt.”



God delivers His people
Exodus 12:29 – 32 



Exodus 12:29 – 32 (ESV) 

29 At midnight the LORD struck down all the firstborn in the land of
Egypt, from the firstborn of Pharaoh who sat on his throne to the
firstborn of the captive who was in the dungeon, and all the firstborn of
the livestock. 30 And Pharaoh rose up in the night, he and all his servants
and all the Egyptians. And there was a great cry in Egypt, for there was
not a house where someone was not dead. 31 Then he summoned
Moses and Aaron by night and said, “Up, go out from among my people,
both you and the people of Israel; and go, serve the LORD, as you have
said. 32 Take your flocks and your herds, as you have said, and be gone,
and bless me also!”



Exodus 13:18 (ESV) 

18 But God led the people around by the way of the wilderness
toward the Red Sea. And the people of Israel went up out of
the land of Egypt equipped for battle.



Joshua 1:1 – 3 (ESV) 

1 After the death of Moses the servant of the LORD, the LORD
said to Joshua the son of Nun, Moses' assistant, 2 “Moses my
servant is dead. Now therefore arise, go over this Jordan, you
and all this people, into the land that I am giving to them, to
the people of Israel. 3 Every place that the sole of your foot
will tread upon I have given to you, just as I promised to
Moses.



Joshua 1:5 – 8 (ESV) 

5 No man shall be able to stand before you all the days of your life. Just as I
was with Moses, so I will be with you. I will not leave you or forsake you. 6
Be strong and courageous, for you shall cause this people to inherit the land
that I swore to their fathers to give them. 7 Only be strong and very
courageous, being careful to do according to all the law that Moses my
servant commanded you. Do not turn from it to the right hand or to the left,
that you may have good success wherever you go. 8 This Book of the Law
shall not depart from your mouth, but you shall meditate on it day and
night, so that you may be careful to do according to all that is written in it.
For then you will make your way prosperous, and then you will have good
success.
