


1 Paul, a servant of Christ Jesus, called to be an apostle, set
apart for the gospel of God 2 which he promised
beforehand through his prophets in the holy Scriptures,

‘3 concerning his Son, who was descended from David
according to the flesh 4 and was declared to be the Son of
God in power according to the Spirit of holiness by his
resurrection from the dead, Jesus Christ our Lord,

5 through whom we have rec’eived grace and apostleship to
bring about the obedience of faith for the sake of his name
among all the nations, 6 including you who are called to
belong to Jesus Christ. . . .

16 For if the dead are not raised, not even Christ has
been raised. 17 And if Christ has not been ra‘ised
your faith is futile and you are still in your sins.

18 Then those also who have fallen asleep in Christ
have perished. 19 If in Christ we have hope in this
life only, we are of all people most to be pitied.

20 But in fact Christ has been raised from the
dead, the firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep.
